Strange Woman — reduces the worth of man 
Proverbs 2:16-19; 6:24-26; 22:14; 23:26-28 
 
• Foreign 
• Belonging to another 
• Unacquainted  
 
Whorish Woman — reduces the worth with total consumption 
Proverbs 6:26 
 
• Addicted to unlawful sexual pleasures 
• A prostitute — to corrupt by  lewd or unnatural intercourse 
• Illicit commerce 
 
Evil Woman — harms, has irreversible consequences 
Proverbs 6:26; 32-25 
 
• Injurious 
• Defrauding  
• Mischievous, wicked, corrupt and perverse 
• Qualities which injure another 
• Bad moral qualities which produce sorrow, distress and loss 
• Disrupts peace and happiness  
• Deviates from rules of moral conduct established by the Lord or human authorities  
• Disposition to commit wickedness  
 
Foolish Woman — reduces the worth of the unlearned 
Proverbs 9:13-18 
 
• Void of understanding or sound judgment  
• Weak in intellect  
• Acts with no judgment or discretion  
• Acts without regard for divine law 
• Unwise, silly and sinful 
 
Evil Woman — harms, has irreversible consequences 
Proverbs 6:26; 32-25 
 
• To quarrel noisily and indecently 
• To beat or drive away

Contentious Woman — is argumentative and oppositional  
Proverbs 21:19; 27:15 
 
• To strive in opposition 
• To sharply point out faults 
• To compete 
 
 
Angry Woman  
Proverbs 21:19

• Provoke resentment  
• To strain, to cause pressure, sadness and anxiousness  
• To take vengeance  
 
 
Adulterous Woman 
Proverbs 30:20 
 
• Married woman who has unlawful or commercial intercourse 
• Violates the marriage bed 
• Violates vows 
 
 
Odious Woman  
Proverbs 30:23 
 
• Hateful 
• Offensive to the senses, disgusting, causing hate 
 
 
Fair Woman — without wise decisions or prudence 
Proverbs 11:22 
 
• Beautiful 
• Pleasing to the eye 
• Prosperous, favorable, honest
